formless 500 steps to
reach the temple, but the worksome is worth the
peace | get as | enter the temple. Halfway down
the hill, there is a temple for the holy feet of the
goddess. “The residence of Ekvira Aai,
resembling peace and purity.”

The ample waterfall flows down with loads of
energy and makes a drizzling sound. Tiny
droplets of water bounce off the surface as the
water splashes over the rocky ledges. Agroup of
people adjusted their phone with a selfie stick
that helped them click pictures of the waterfall at
an angle that wouldn’'t be possible with their
hands. There is a giant inborn cave parallel to
the waterfall; it's unstructured, with some
windows on the second unstructured floor. The
rainwater washes down the dust, which outlines
on the surface of the caves, and the compact
streams flow down through the crooked caves.
The rocks glisten as the light slants on it. A
couple ascended the stairs of the cave to
observe the view inside. The couple peeked out
of the small rectangular window. They grin
gracefully, with a wide open mouth. One of their
hands is clenched in others, and the other hand
is moving in the air as they talk and embrace the
scenery and each other's presence.

Behind me, the view of mountains is covered
with nimbostratus clouds with dense foliage in
the background. The mist is covering the
mountains at the end and blurring my vision. The
squared farms at the bottom are filled with water.
The family standing near the grill, clicked a
photo with the red Ekvira Aai caps. Their clothes
are flowing in the air.

A group of
people and a man entered with drum. The strip
of the drum is tight to his waist, and his eyes
squint slightly. Wrinkles appeared on the corner
of his eyes and his cheeks raised up. The man
raising his leg up and beating the drum in the air.
A person holding a plastic bag in his hand filled
with pink gulal and throwing it in the air. The two
girls wore white dresses with golden embroidery
design with white dupatta with puja thali in hand
and a basket with flowers, coconut and a cloth to
fill the oaty (offering a sari and a blouse piece
along with coconut, turmeric kumkum and rice.)
The whole family members were all swaying
their hands and moving and singing the koligeet.
A person was holding a goat in his hands as a
sacrifice.

Then they ambled towards the idol goddess
Ekvira Aaiin the Gabhara (The inmost division of
a temple, the adytum, or sanctuary.) The idol of
the goddess Ekvira Aai, sitting on a four-legged
square Chaurang. The Chaurang was covered
with a golden cloth on it. The room where the idol
was placed had silver wall with lots of designs
like fishes; and women on it, and pillars on the
sides. The pillars were surrounded by blooming
flowers in different colours like red, purple,
white, and pink, which represented the fragile.
The idol wore an orange saree with a golden
border. The idol head was decorated by flower
garland and yellow sunflowers. The idol had a
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circular outer tikka with a dark red tikka inside it
and a nose ring. The people there prayed to the
goddess by joining their hands and also were
grateful to her for fulfilling their Navas.

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The Ambiguous Al Bubble

Al is arguably the most used tech term since
the late 2022, and rightfully so as it is probably
the biggest innovation of this decade in the
silicon valley. Al has had a great amount of
impact on almost everyone’s life all over the
world. | mentioned about all the benefits it had
provided to the Indian economy in my last article
for this magazine. But now after almost three
years we are began to realise that it can’t be all
sunshine and rainbows and Al might just be a
bubble.

For the readers who may be unaware of the,
a concept 'Bubbles’ is it an economic situation
where the prices and expectations regarding a
certain sector rises far above it's real value
which is driven by hype and speculation and is
bound to a sudden collapse. The private
investments in the US for Al was roughly $60
billion in 2022 and has now nearly doubled to
roughly $110 billion, these numbers willadd up a
lot if we consider all the venture capitalists,
governments and major economies in the world
who are pouring their money in the field of Al.
Major tech giants like Oracle are making deals
which are worth $300 billion for huge data
centres which would consume electricity
enough to power entire cities. Similar splurge
was seen on infrastructure during the ‘dot com’
bubble without any significant revenue to justify
such risks. Al is being marketed as the
technology that will reshape all the industries
and other extremely promising statements, the
reality is different. Amajor MIT report states that
approximately 95% of organisations are
achieving zero measurable return on their Al
investments, despite spending between $30
billion and $40 billion on generative Al alone.
The CEO of IBM Mr. Arvind Krishna stated that
there is no way that the trillions spent on Al data
centres will pay off. People like Dr. Michael Burry
who was one of the earliest to predict the 2008

financial crisis has taken significant short
positions notably against Nvidia and Palantir of
awhopping $1.1 billion.

There are real world consequences of
building these massive Al data centres. The
towns in the US may face blackouts as the grid
operators have warned that the current infra
structure is not capable of handling this surge
that will be caused by it and if this is the condition
of the global superpower then other smaller
developing countries should me more
concerned. One of the famous names in the
industry, Micron has decided to exit its consumer
memory segment known as Crucial to focus on
Al- driven demand for memory and storage
which has inflated the price of consumer
memory up to 15 times in various countries and
it will also prolong the shortage of DRAM and
NAND chips, all this is affecting significantly to
us, the end users. The US Treasury Secretary,
Scott Bessent stated that in the US along more
than 10 thousand jobs are lost monthly due to Al
which is not beneficial for the economy. JP
Morgan experts say that due to Al the recovery
time will be slower during the next recession
which will worsen the economic impact.

However in my opinion it is not the
technology itself that is causing the bubble, it is
the greed of the big companies and this “winner
takes it all” mindset that may have caused the
unhealthy competition along with these
interesting decisions in the field of Al. | only hope
that this inorganic growth of Al may eventually
turn into organic growth and for it to actually
have a long term positive impact on not just
companies and economies but on our humanity
itself. Thank you very much.

This year's initiatives were
designed not merely to teach history as a subject
but to transform students into active custodians
of heritage and skilled researchers. The
department organized a comprehensive range
of activities like Heritage Walls and
Elocution competition that extended beyond
conventional classroom boundaries, enabling
students to engage directly with Pune's
historical fabric while developing critical
thinking, research methodology and
professional competencies. This report
encapsulates the transformative journey
undertaken by our students and faculty
throughout the academic year.

Report on 52 Heritage Sites in Pune

A heritage walk is a structured guided tour
designed to explore the historical, cultural, and
architectural legacy of a city. In the academic
year 2024-25, Heritage Walks were carried out
on 52 Heritage Sites (acknowledged by the
Pune Municipal Corporation) under the
guidance of esteemed scholars.
1 Agakhan Palace Complex:

Builtin 1892 by Sultan Muhammad Shah Aga

Khan Ill to provide employment during a

famine. It is a major landmark of the freedom

struggle where Mahatma Gandhi and

Kasturba Gandhi were imprisoned. The

complex contains the samadhi of Kasturba

Gandhi and Mahadev Desai. It features
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elegant Italianate arches and sprawling lush
green gardens. It now serves as a museum
and memorial dedicated to Gandhi's life and
belongings.

Ahilyabai Holkar Ghat:

Ahistoric riverside structure located near the
Sangam Bridge approach from the RTO end.
It was built in the memory of the legendary
queen and social reformer Ahilyabai Holkar.
The site includes a series of steps leading
down to the river, characteristic of Maratha-
era riverfronts. It serves as a peaceful spot
for reflection on the city's traditional water
related architecture. The area is part of the
Grade | heritage list due to its cultural and
historical value.
Amruteshwar-Siddheshwar Temple :

This historic temple complex is situated
opposite the Tilak Bridge in Shaniwar Peth. It
is known for its intricate stone carvings and
traditional Maratha architectural style. The
complex houses deities that have been
worshiped by generations of Pune residents.
It represents the spiritual core of the old city
and is a key stop for religious heritage. It is
recognized as a Grade | heritage monument
forits architectural significance.

Baloba Munja Mandir :

A historic temple located in Kasba Peth, the
oldest residential neighborhood of Pune. Itis
dedicated to a local deity and remains an
active place of daily worship. The temple's
structure reflects the simple yet sturdy
traditional designs of old Pune. It is classified
as a Grade | heritage property by the
Municipal Corporation. It offers visitors a
glimpse into the localized religious traditions
of the Peshwa era.
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5 Belbaug Temple Complex:

Located near City Post on Laxmi Road, it was
built in the 18th century by Nana Phadnavis.
The complex is famous for its beautiful
garden and a temple dedicated to Lord
Vishnu. It showcases the "Wada" style of
architecture with its wooden pillars and stone
foundations. The quiet environment inside
contrast with the bustling market outside its
walls. It remains one of the most well-
preserved private heritage complexes in the
city.

Bhandarkar Oriental Research Institute
Established in 1917, it is situated on Law
College Road in Shivaji Nagar. It is a world-
renowned center for the study of Sanskrit
and Indology. The building itself is an
architectural marvel of the early 20th century.
It houses thousands of rare manuscripts and
books, including a copy of the Rigveda. Itis a
Grade | heritage site representing Pune's
status as a center of learning.

Bharat Itihaas Sanshodhak Mandal :
Located in Sadashiv Peth, this institution was
founded by Vishwanath. K. Rajwade in 1910.
It is a premier research institute for Indian
history and culture. The building contains a
vast collection of historical letters, coins, and
ancient artifacts. It serves as a primary
source for scholars researching the Maratha
Empire. It is listed as a Grade | heritage
structure for its immense cultural
contribution.

Bhavani Mata Mandir :

A significant religious site situated in the
Bhavani Peth area. The temple is dedicated
to Goddess Bhavani, a revered deity in
Maharashtra. It features traditional
architectural elements and is a center for
local community festivals. The site is part of
the city's spiritual heritage and attracts many
devotees. It is designated as a Grade |
monument on the PMC heritage list.

Bhide Wada:

Located in Budhwar Peth, this was the site of
the first girls' school in India. It was
established by social reformers Mahatma
Jyotiba Phule and Savitribai Phule. The
building stands as a symbol of the revolution
in Indian women's education. It is a key stop
on heritage walks focused on social reform
movements. Despite its aging structure, it
remains a site of great historical and social
pride.

10 Central Post and Telegraph Office :

This iconic British-era building is located on
Connaught Road near the Pune Station. It
showcases the majestic colonial architecture
of the late 19th century. The building
continues to function as the General Post
Office for the city. Its red-brick facade and
high ceilings are characteristic of public
buildings of that era. It is a Grade | heritage
site recognized for its architectural and
functional history.

Chaturshringi Temple and Hill :

Situated on Senapati Bapat Road, this
temple is built on a hill overlooking the city. It
is dedicated to Goddess Chaturshringi and is
a major pilgrimage site. The hill offers scenic
views and is a popular spot for both trekkers
and devotees. The temple undergoes major
celebrations during the Navratri festival
every year. It is listed as a Grade | heritage
site due to its spiritual & natural importance.

12 City Post

Located in Budhwar Peth, this is one of the
oldest post offices in Pune. The building is an
example of the fusion of traditional and
colonial architectural styles. It has been a
central hub for communication in the old city
for over a century. The site is a Grade |
heritage monument reflecting the city's
administrative growth. It is a common
landmark in walks through the heart of the old
city.
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13 College of Agriculture Complex:

Located in Shivaji Nagar, this complex was
established during the British colonial period.
The main building is a masterpiece of Gothic
and Saracenic architectural styles. Itis one of
the oldest and most prestigious agricultural
colleges in India. The sprawling campus
includes historic labs, classrooms, and a vast
botanical garden. It is a Grade | heritage
property significant for its academic and
architectural history.

14 District and Sessions Court:

Situated beyond the Mutha river in Shivaiji
Nagar between two major bridges. The
building is a grand stone structure
representing the colonial legal system. It has
been the center of judicial activity in Pune for
many decades. Its design features (tall
arches and wide corridors typical of British
public works. It is recognized as a Grade |
heritage site for its historical and
architectural value.

15 Hari Mandir (Prarthana Samaj) :

Located near the Pasodya-Vithoba Mandir in
Budhwar Peth. It belongs to the Prarthana
Samaj, a movement for social and religious
reform. The building has a simple, dignified
design that reflects the ideals of the
movement. It has served as a center for
intellectual and spiritual discussions for over
a century. It is a Grade | heritage monument
on the PMCllist.

16 Harihareshwar Mandir :

A historic temple located in Shaniwar Peth
near the Shivaji Bridge. Itis dedicated to Lord
Shiva and is known for its traditional Maratha
carvings. The temple's location near the river
makes it a part of Pune's historic riverfront. It
remains an active religious site and a quiet
retreat in the city center. It is listed as a
Grade | heritage property.

Located in Shukrawar Peth on Tilak Road, it
was a prominent social club in the past. The
building is known for its unique architecture
and historical social significance. It served as
a meeting place for the city's elite and for
cultural events. The site is a Grade | heritage
monument reflecting the leisure history of
Pune. It continues to be a landmark in the
city's central business area.

18 Kasba Ganpati Mandir:

Commissioned by Jijamata, the mother of
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, in the 17th
century. It is the "Gramadevata" or presiding
deity of Pune. The temple is the first
"Manacha Ganpati" (revered idol) in the city's
Ganesh festival. It stands in Kasba Peth, the
oldest part of the city, and is a major heritage
stop. The structure is a Grade | heritage
monument of immense spiritual and
historical value.

19 KatrajDams and Lakes:

This historical water management system
includes upper and lower lakes and an
aqueduct. It was built in the 1750s to supply
water to Shaniwar Wada and the city. The
system uses massive underground tunnels
and ducts that are still functional. It is a
remarkable example of Peshwa-era
engineering and urban planning. It is
recognized as a Grade | heritage site by the
PMC.

20 KesariWada:

The former residence of the great freedom
fighter Lokmanya Bal Gangadhar Tilak. It
served as the office for Tilak's famous
newspapers, Kesari and Maratha. The wada
was a key hub for discussions and planning
during India's freedom struggle. It also
witnessed the start of the Sarvajanik
Ganeshotsav festival. It is a Grade | heritage
site and houses a museum dedicated to

17 Hirabaug Town Hall : Tilak.
21 Khunya Murlidhar Temple :

33
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Located in Sadashiv Peth, this temple
complex was built in 1797 by Dada Gadre.
It is famous for its beautiful marble idols and
historic significance. The temple gets its
unique name from a historical skirmish that
occurred on its premises. It is an excellent
example of late Peshwa-era religious
architecture. ltis listed as a Grade | heritage
monument.

22 Kumbharves Dharan:

A historic dam and water structure located in
the Kasba Peth area. It was part of the
ancient water distribution network of the city.
The name "Kumbharves" refers to one of the
historic gates of the city. It is a Grade |
heritage site representing Pune's early
municipal engineering. The site offers
insights into how the city managed its water
resources in the past.

23 Lal Mahal:

Originally builtin 1630 by Shahaji Bhosale for
his wife Jijabai and son Shivaji. Chhatrapati
Shivaji Maharaj spent his childhood years in
this "Red Palace". Itis the famous site where
Shivaji defeated the Mughal general Shaista
Khan. The current structure is a
reconstruction by the PMC and serves as a
museum. It is a key landmark on almost all
heritage walks in old Pune.

24 Laxmaneshwar Mandir:

Situated in Rasta Peth, opposite the Apollo
theater, this is a historic temple. It features
traditional design and serves the local
community as a religious center. The temple
is known for its peaceful atmosphere and
historic carvings. Itis recognized as a Grade |
heritage site on the PMC's list. It reflects
the religious fabric of the Rasta Peth
neighborhood.

25 Mahatma Phule Mandai :

Originally known as Lord Reay's Market, it
was built in 1882 during the British era. It is

the largest retail vegetable market in Pune
and a major cultural landmark. The building
is designed in a majestic Neo-Gothic
architectural style. It features an iconic
central tower and an octagonal floor plan. Itis
a Grade | heritage site and a bustling hub of
daily city life.

27 Ohel David Synagogue:

Popularly known as "Lal Dewal" due toits red
brick construction. It was built in 1867 by
David Sassoon for the local Jewish
community. The building is an excellent
example of English Gothic architecture in
Pune. It features a tall clock tower that is a
landmark in the Camp area. It is a Grade |
heritage site representing the city's
cosmopolitan history.

28 Omkareshwar Temple :

A historic temple complex and ghats located
in Shaniwar Peth. It was built in the 18th
century and is dedicated to Lord Shiva. The
temple is known for its sturdy stone
architecture that has survived many floods.
The riverside ghats are a major feature of this
Grade | heritage site. It remains one of the
most prominent spiritual landmarks in the old
city.

29 Panch Haud Mission Church:

Located in Guruwar Peth, it is also known as
Pavitra Naam Devalay. The church is a
significant landmark for the Christian
community in old Pune. Its architecture is a
blend of European and local influences. The
church has been a center for social and
community work for over a century. It is
recognized as a Grade | heritage structure on
the PMC list.

30 ParsiAgyari:

Afire temple for the Parsi community located
in Nana Peth. It serves as a sacred place of
worship and a symbol of the community's
heritage. The building's design is traditional
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and reflects the religious needs of the
community. It is a Grade | heritage
monument highlighting the city's religious
diversity. The site is known for its peaceful
and well-maintained premises.

31 Parvati Hill and Temples :

At 2,100 feet, this is the highest point in Pune
city. It houses several 17th-century temples
built during the Peshwa era. Visitors must
climb 103 wide stone steps to reach the
summit for panoramic views. The hill also
contains a museum with rare manuscripts,
weapons, and coins. It is a Grade | heritage
site of both spiritual and historical
importance.

32 Pataleshwar Caves:

An 8th-century rock-cut temple dedicated to
Lord Shiva on J.M. Road. It is carved out of
a single massive basalt rock. The temple
features a unique circular Nandi Mandapa
and massive stone pillars. It is a protected
monument under the Archaeological Survey
of India (ASI). It is a key stop for natural and
ancient heritage walks in the city.

33 Prasannyeshwar Temple :

Located in Shaniwar Peth, opposite the
Shahu udyan. This is a historic temple
dedicated to Lord Shiva with traditional stone
carvings. It is part of the dense spiritual
network of temples in the old city. The siteis a
Grade | heritage monument recognized for
its architectural age. It continues to be an
active place of daily worship for locals.

34 Sarasbaug Temple:

Originally a small island in a lake, it was built
by Nanasaheb Peshwa. The temple is
dedicated to Lord Ganesha (Siddhivinayak)
and is very popular. The lake was once used
to supply water to the city. Today, it is a
beautiful park and a spiritual landmark in
Swargate. It is recognized as a Grade |
heritage property.

35

35 Parvati Hill & Temple Complex:

The summit is reached via 103 wide stone
steps—originally designed to be accessible
for elephants leading to a complex of five
temples, including the main Devdeveshwar
Temple made of black stone

36 Savarkar Smarak:

Located on Karve Road, this is a memorial
dedicated to V. D. Savarkar. The site
commemorates the life and contributions of
the revolutionary leader. It serves as a center
for historical and cultural activities. The
building is a Grade | heritage structure on the
municipal list. It is an important site for those
interested in India's freedom movement.

37 Someshwar Mandir:

Ahistoric temple located in the Raviwar Peth
area. It is an ancient temple dedicated to
Lord Shiva. The temple's architecture is
typical of the early Peshwa period. It is a
Grade | heritage site and remains a central
religious point for the neighborhood. The
temple premises offer a peaceful respite in a
busy market area.

38 St. Crispin’s Church:

Located on Karve Road in Erandwana, this is
a historic Christian site. The church
architecture shows European influence with
local modifications. It has been an integral
part of the local community for several
decades. The site is listed as a Grade |
heritage monument. It is under the
jurisdiction of the Maharashtra State
Archaeology Department.

39 St. Mathew’s Church:

Ahistoric church situated on Ambedkar Road
in the Camp area. It is one of the many
colonial-era churches that define the Camp's
character. The building features traditional
church design and is well-preserved. It is
recognized as a Grade | heritage site for its
architectural value. It continues to be an
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active place of worship and community
gathering.

40 St.Paul’s Church:

Located on Church Road near the GPO, it
dates back to the British era. The church is
known for its serene atmosphere and historic
significance. Its architecture is characteristic
of the late 19th-century colonial style. It is a
Grade | heritage monument on the PMC's
list. The church is a frequent stop on heritage
walks through the Camp area.

41 Tambdi Jogeshwari Temple :

The temple of the presiding goddess of
Pune, located in Budhwar Peth. It is one of
the most revered spiritual sites in the old city.
The temple is the second "Manacha
Ganpati" during the Ganesh festival. Its
architecture reflects traditional
Maharashtrian temple styles. It is a Grade |
heritage property of great cultural
importance.

42 Thorla Sheikh SallaDargah :

A historic Sufi shrine located in Shaniwar
Peth near the Shivaji Bridge. It is one of the
oldest Islamic sites in the city of Pune. The
dargah has a unique history linked to the
city's early days. Itis recognized as a Grade |
heritage site for its cultural diversity. The site
attracts people from all faiths, representing
the city's inclusive past.

43 Trishund Ganpati Mandir :

Located on the banks of the Nagzari stream
in Somwar Peth. It is famous for its unique
three-trunked idol of Lord Ganesha. The
temple architecture is unique, featuring
Rajasthani and South Indian influences. It is
one of the most aesthetically beautiful small
temples in the city. It is listed as a Grade |
heritage monument.

44 Agharkar Research Institute :

Located on Law College Road, near the
BMCC college. It is a premier institute for

biological research in India. The building is
an example of early 20th-century institutional
architecture. It is recognized as a Grade |l
heritage site on the municipal list. The
institute honors the work of renowned
scientist S.P. Agharkar.

45 Akra Maruti and Ram Mandir:
A historic temple complex situated in
Shukrawar Peth. It is dedicated to Lord
Hanuman and Lord Rama. The temple
serves as a center for traditional religious
activities. It is listed as a Grade Il heritage
structure by the PMC. The complex reflects
the local religious architecture of the old city.

46 Aryabhushan Bhavan:
Located on Fergusson College Road in
Shivaji Nagar. It is a historic building that has
been part of the city's academic landscape.
The design shows the influence of early 20th
century residential styles. It is recognized as
a Grade Il heritage monument. The site is a
landmark for those exploring the heritage of
Shivaji Nagar.

47 Ashley House:
A historic bungalow located on Sassoon
Road, opposite Wadia College. It represents
the colonial residential architecture of the
Camp area. The house is known for its
architectural elegance and historic feel. It is
listed as a Grade Il heritage property on the
PMC list. It reflects the lifestyle of the city's
residents during the British era.

48 Dulya Maruti Mandir :
Located in Ganesh Peth, this is an ancient
and popular temple. It is dedicated to Lord
Hanuman and is a key local landmark. The
temple's name has historical origins from the
Peshwa period. Itis recognized as a Grade I
heritage monument. It continues to attract a
large number of devotees daily.

49 Ganesh Temple, Ganeshkhind :
A historic temple located on the
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Ganeshkhind Road. It is situated within  Independence movement.
the grounds of important academic and
administrative areas. The temple reflects
traditional design and is a quiet place of
worship. Itis listed as a Grade Il heritage site
by the PMC. It is a significant landmark for
the Ganeshkhind area.

50 ShaniwarWada:

Built in 1732, it was the stately seat of the
Peshwas of the Maratha Empire. The fort
was largely destroyed by fire in 1828, but its
massive gates and foundations remain. It
features five impressive gates, including the
famous Dilli Darwaza. It is a major site under
the Archaeological Survey of India (ASI). Itis
the starting point for most heritage walks in
the city.

51 Savitribai Phule Pune University :
Established in 1949, the main building was
formerly the seasonal residence of the
Governor of Bombay. The architecture is a
stunning example of Italian Gothic style,
featuring a 100-foot high flag tower. The
sprawling 411-acre campus is a premier
center for higher education and research. Itis
a Grade | heritage site, housing a beautiful
park and the historic "Alice Garden". It
represents Pune’s academic excellence and
colonial-era administrative grandeur.

52 Bhau Rangari Ganpati Mandir :

This site is historically significant as the place
where the first "Sarvajanik" (Public)
Ganeshotsav was conceived in 1892. It was
the residence of Shrimant Bhausaheb
Rangari, a revolutionary who used the
festival to unite people against British rule.
The temple houses a unique wood-and-
plaster idol of Lord Ganesha slaying a
demon, symbolizing the victory of good over
evil. The wada features "hidden" rooms and
locks that were used by freedom fighters to
evade the police. It remains a pivotal stop on
heritage walks focused on the Indian

Department of Environmental Science - annual report - 2024-25

The Postgraduate course in Environmental
Science is a dynamic, multidisciplinary journey
designed to nurture future leaders. We empower
students with practical skills through hands-on
training in environmental data collection and
assessment, alongside impactful involvementin
environmental awareness and community
engagement projects. Our dedicated faculty
provides unwavering guidance, fostering a
supportive environment that maximizes each
student's potential through continuous
knowledge impartment and sophisticated skill
development. Faculty of Department of
Environmental Science, Mr. Aditya Redkar has
qualified UGC-NET in October 2024 and
Student Mr. Omkar Haral has qualified
Maharashtra SET in June 2025.

The following activities were carried out in
the academic year 2024-25 in the Department of
Environmental Science.

Department of Environmental Science
organised a foundation course for M.Sc. Il
Environmental Science students on 9"July 2024
to 13"July 2024. The course was designed to
identify different research designs and methods
and develop skills to undertake and complete a
research project. A Bridge Course for M.Sc. |
students of Environmental Science was
organised from 5" August to 8" August 2024 to
fulfil the core education requirements before
moving a step ahead towards a new level of
higher education. On 22™ June 2024, Assistant
Prof. Amruta Chavan conducted teachers
training programme in association with Oriearth
Nature foundation as a part of their initiatives of

Environmental Education for Sustainability for
32 teachers and 16 schools.

The Water Audit was conducted on 30"
September, 2024 by Green Warriors Club and
Department of Environmental Science. The
objectives of water audit activity are to identify
and quantify the number of leaking taps on the
campus, to assess the volume of water lost due
to leaking taps, to recommend corrective
measures to minimize water loss and improve
water conservation.

Wildlife Week was celebrated between 2™
to 8" October, 2024 under which activity
conducted was Poster Competition, Quiz
Competition, Reels Making Competition,
Documentary Screening to create Awareness
and Sensitization regarding need for Wildlife
Conservation. Based on the competition
students were made aware of wildlife
conservation through various issues such as
Urban Wildlife, Diversity in backyard, River
Pollution, Role of community in Wildlife
Conservation, Adaptation of Sustainable
Development Goals for Wildlife Conservation,
and Impacts of Climate Change on Wildlife.

Biodiversity assessment was conducted
by students of Department of Environmental
Science at Shri Balaji University on 28"
November, 2024. Systematic data collection of
vegetation, butterfly and birds in green pockets
of the city involving students of the college was
carried out.

During the study tour, a Workshop on
Effective sales and Marketing Strategies for
Apiculture and Beekeeping Entrepreneurs
was conducted at Kadumane Honey Park by
Mr. Bhatt on 8" February, 2025 to provide
students with practical knowledge and skills to
successfully market and sell honey and other
bee-related products and other business ideas.

Mr. Ravi Redkar conducted a session on
Public Interest Litigation on 9" February, 2025
for Students and faculty of Department of
Environmental Science. He discussed in detail
the procedure for filling the PIL, its application
and uses for environment conservation and
governance transparency.

Hands on
training of camera trapping were provided to
students and knowledge about pug marks and
other signs was imparted.
